If you have not paid your final toll notice someone

will try to contact you about it.

It might be someone from

@ a I You will have to pay a higher amount for an
Infringement Notice.

DUE DATE

You will need to pay

e the amount of the Infringement Notice

and

e extra fees.

The Infringement Notices are not sent by Linkt.
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They will be sent by a state enforcement group.

You will need to pay the money you owe to them.

If you still do not pay you might have to

go to court.
